	VOCABULARY KEY
	DEFINITION AND USAGE

	Y
	The Suffix “Y,” means INCLINED TO; TEND TO.  It makes adjectives of most root words.  It characterizes, not the root word, but the person to whom the adjective is applied.  Example: smart is a complimentary word, of genuine praise; smarty shows up a fake.

	AR – ER - OR
	This suffix has three spellings, “AR – ER – OR,” meaning ONE WHO OR THAT WHICH.  It is a noun indicator as most words ending with any of these three suffix endings are usually nouns.

	RE
	This Prefix “RE” means BACK; AGAIN.  It is a very simple prefix used with simple root words.



	UN
	This Prefix “UN,” means NOT.  This is the first negative key that you will encounter.  It is a very satisfactory negative.  It says NO!  And, it means just that and nothing else.

	LESS
	This Suffix “LESS” means WITHOUT.  It is a very simple key and much in use.  It is added to nouns and makes adjectives out of them


Assignment: Use the word search to find five examples per key.  There are five keys.  You will do the Instant Vocabulary like this:
I – “Y” is a suffix that means Inclined To; Tend to.

1) Catty – Adjective – Catty means catlike; feline – slyly malicious; spiteful; bitchy.  Bill’s girlfriend is a catty gossip.
2) Crafty – Adjective- Crafty means skillful in underhand or evil schemes;  cunning; deceitful; sly.  My little sister is crafty when it comes to getting her way.
