	DEFINITION AND USAGE

	POS – PON - POUND
	These ROOTS are POS, PON, and POUND, which mean PLACE & SET. It comes from the Latin ponere & positus, which mean PLACE; SET. Please look at postPONe. The syllable POST does not mean the same as POSt. The post in postPONe is simply a Prefix that means after or later and it has nothing to do with this root.

	MIT – MITT - MIS
	These ROOTS are MIT, MITT, and MISS which come from the Latin mittere & missus meaning to SEND. The Latin Root accounts for the two spellings and the double letters in the English words. In the list you will find words made with earlier ones. How simple they seem now! How easy it is to understand the words made of those roots! One of these days you will find it very easy to know the longest word in the English language. Just keep going with the roots!

	POP
	This ROOT is POP, which comes from populi Latin for PEOPLE. The word People did not mean to the ancient Romans what it means for us today. Today we hold the word in the greatest respect and every single party and every single government in the world seeks the approval of the people. In those days the word was held in comtempt. Even when Julius Caesar made merely a show of wanting POPular approval, to him POPuli meant the illiterate, the vulgar, the common people.

	LEG
	This ROOT is LEG meaning LAW from the Latin lex and legis. An odd thing is that lex is used only in Latin phrases, like lex mercatorum - Commercial Law. In the list all the words are with LEG and LEGIS. Please LEGate, a verb, with the accent on the 2nd syllable. LEGate is a noun and accent is one the first syllable. Notice ilLEGal, where il is an assimilated in before legal. For the sake of euphony, remember?

	HELIO
	This ROOT is HELIO, which comes from the Greek Helios SUN. From this root we enrich our vocabulary with words from photography, sun worship, the science of the sun, sunbathing, sub-therapy and sunflowers. In Greek Mythology Helios, the Sun-god drove his sub-chariot across the sky every morning. In our day sun-therapy cures rickets, tuberculosis, and is a preventative of many ills. The fragrant heliotrope is a garden favorite, and sunflower seeds are healthful.
