	DEFINITION AND USAGE

	POST
	The Prefix, POST, which means AFTER, BEHIND & FOLLOWING. There is another word post, which has to do with mailing, postage and Post Office. But that word is not this root. This root POST means AFTER, BEHIND & FOLLOWING. When you meet words with POST just take a second to see whether the sentence has anything to do with mailing. If it has, you need go no further - it is not our root. One thing that always means our root POST- AFTER is P.M. - POST meridian, afternoon.

	MONO
	These ROOTS are Prefixes MON and MONO, which mean ONE. It comes from the Greek mons, which means ALONE. MON and MONO open the door on marital customs of ancient days, when polygamy was the custom, permitting both many wives and many husbands. Civilization has complicated many things, but it has certainly simplified life by doing away with polygamy and polyandry. One spouse is about all the average civilized person can manage. Wisely we leave multiples to children.

	MAL
	This Prefix, MAL, meaning BAD & EVIL. I’m sure that the opposite comes to your mind immediately -BENE. You will find that many of the words are just the same except that MAL is used instead of BENE. How long will it take you to learn the root, MAL? One instant? Good. One root learned makes 20 words earned. Remember Mrs. MALaprop? MAL is the root to her MALfortune. Remember your roots and you’ll never be a Mr. or Mrs. MALaprop. The root is all.

	GRAV – GRAVI - GRAVITO
	These ROOT-WORDS are GRAV, GRAVI & GRAVITO meaning HEAVY & WEIGHTY. It comes from the Latin gravis, which means HEAVY. It is also necessary to avoid confusion with words that are based on the Root GRAVEL meaning PEBBLY GROUND. You will have a weighty decision to make when you encounter words with GRAV in them; your dictionary will help you!

	OID
	This is the Suffix OID, which means LIKE & RESEMBLING. It comes from the Latin oides, and Greek eides, with the same meanings. It is a very easy root to use. Use OID to show resemblance. Anyone can do it. Does anything resemble a key? Then it’s ROOT-OID. If you like that you can even use a compound Suffix and say KEY-OID-AL. You can do that to so many words. Store up the compound suffixes. They help to strengthen your vocabulary.
