	PHIL – PHILA – PHILO - PHILE
	These ROOTS are PHIL, PHILA, PHILO and PHILE, which mean LOVE. It comes from the Greek philos, which means loving. There are a great many words with this root since there are many things to love. The words give you a good sampling: man, the arts both creative and practical, self, others, learning, wisdom, even the humble plant, which wants nothing more than a tree to climb on. Truly PHIL makes the world go round! PHILO gets you to your places.

	SOPH
	 This ROOT is SOPH, which means WISDOM. It comes from the Greek sophos. The words point up the fact that the SOPH laughs at true wisdom at the very moment when he himself tries to appear wise. The poor SOPHomore is hard put to it, pretending to be wise when he has only just come out of the freshman class. His SOPHistication sits uneasily on his immaturity. SOPHocles was the writer of the great Greek tragedies Antigone, Electra, Oedipus Rex. SOPHocles lived up to his name.

	HYPO
	This PREFIX is HYPO, which means SUB, UNDER and LESS. It is an amazingly rich key and has access to many doors in many places. You will find that it opens the way to understanding terms of anatomy, zoology, music, medicine, botany, and psychiatry.  There are many other words, which you will wish to find for yourself. Watch pronunciation in words like HYPOcrite.

	SYS – SYL – 

SYM - SYN
	These PREFIXES are SYS, SYL, SYM & SYN all meaning WITH, TOGETHER and ALONG WITH. SYL is used before the letter l. SYM is used before the letter m. SYN is used before the letter n. It’s the old story of assimilation and labials causing the changes for the sake of euphony. Remember?

	THE - THEO
	These ROOTS are THE and THEO which come from Theos meaning GOD. You may have friends with derivations of this key in their names like THEOdore and THEOdora, which have the gracious meaning of “gift from God.” The only word with a Prefix using this root is aTHEist. The a is really ab; the key, which means away; away from
