	DEFINITION AND USAGE

	IZE
	The Suffix “IZE” which means to MAKE. There are hundreds of words in the language with this suffix. It is very satisfying to take a word and change it into a verb by adding IZE. Here’s something interesting! You can take most verbs change them to nouns by adding TION – “ACT OF” - to IZE, and have IZATION, a compound Suffix, acclimatIZATION, cauterIZATION, familiarIZATION, glamorIZATION, liberalIZATION, mesmerIZATION, etc. And here’s a long one: sentimentalIZATION.

	CON
	The Prefix “CON” MEANS WITH; TOGETHER.  It has, unfortunately, many forms. The “N” is left out of “CON” as in cohere; coherence; cooperate. The “N”  changes to “M” as in combine and combat. The “N”  changes to an “R” as in correct and correlate.  It is one of those assimilated prefixes, but every form means WITH; TOGETHER.

	PRO
	The Prefix “PRO”, which means FORWARD and FORTH. It is a very simple key to learn and most convenient to use. It opens doors to a variety of things from the professional who is today called a PRO, all the way back to ancient days in Rome when the meanest work was done by the lowest class citizen called a proletarian.

	ANNI – ANNU - ENNI


	These ROOTS are ANNI, ANNU, AND ENNI meaning YEAR. It comes from the Latin word annus. You have often heard or used the phrase PER ANNUM; He earns $5,000 per annum or $5,000 a year. Do not confuse this key with other ROOTS, which look similar. For example, “annular” comes from “annulus,” which means a ring, nothing to do with year. There is also annual, which comes from “ad” - TO; and “nullus” - nothing, to make void, as annual a marriage.The ROOT ANNI is widely used.

	ANTE
	This is the Prefix “ANTE,” which means BEFORE. Many of the words in this list are pure Latin phrases, but they have become a part of our language and we consider them English. Do not confuse ANTE with ANTI which means against. ANTE means before.
