	DEFINITION AND USAGE

	ANTI - ANT
	These Prefixes are ANTI and ANT, which mean AGAINST. In some words the I is dropped from ANTI to avoid using two vowels together.  Don’t confuse ANTI with ANTE, which means something entirely different, as you well know.

	UNI
	The root is UNI. It comes from the Latin word meaning ONE. Smallest in number, it is greatest in idea, expressing itself in the ideal of UNIversality, ONEness of the whole world.  

	FEDER – FIDE

- FID - FEAL


	These roots are FEDER, FIDE, FID and FEAL, which come from the Latin fidere, which means TRUST and have FAITH. The various spellings are interesting, and due, no doubt, to the various languages in which these keys are used. ConFIDant when used for the feminine is spelled with an e - conFIDante (French). 

	OPUS - OPER


	These roots are OPUS and OPER meaning WORK. They come from the Latin words OPUS and OPERA (plural). While the original meaning is closest to the Latin OPUS.  This root has become a word for any work which is planned, acted on, and carried through. So we OPERate and have OPERations, and everything seems to be moving in an OPERational manner, with OPERators and coOPERators.

	IVE
	This Suffix IVE meaning CAUSING and MAKING. We call IVE a causaltIVE - the word carries in itself that which means CAUSING and MAKING. I am certain that you have noticed that the words listed are getting longer and longer. In word building we add to the root such pieces that change the meaning of the word grammatically, and give us an opportunity to express ourselves with exactitude.
