	VOCABULARY KEY
	DEFINITION AND USAGE

	MOB – MOT - MOV
	The Root “MOB – MOT – MOV” means MOVE.  They come from the Latin words mobilis, movere, motus -  all meaning move, and in them you get the reason for the changes in spelling.

	PRE
	This Prefix, “PRE,” means BEFORE.  The use of this key is very simple.  I PREdict a fine vocabulary, but it is really up to you.  

	MIS - MISO
	The Root “MIS - MISO,” which means WRONG; BAD and HATE.  We all make MIStakes and MIS is the key that says it’s wrong.  Consider the word MISchief means trouble.  The MISchievous fellow is a troublemaker, usually a poor student (sound familiar).  Smart ones have not the time for MISchief.  Perhaps the MISchievous fellow would like to be the leader, the chief.  But he cannot be the chief since he does not achieve good work.  He wants attention, so he goes in for MISchievous acts, achievement of the wrong kind.

	LIC - LICIT
	This Root “LIC - LICT” comes from the Latin licere, which means to PERMIT.  This is a tricky key.  LICense can so easily slip away from the law and authority to disorder.  Keep the meaning clear. 

	CAPIT - CAPT
	This Root “CAPIT - CAPT” which means HEAD; CHIEF; LEADER.  The rancher’s wealth, or CAPital, depends on the head of cattle he has.  Now, if you can imagine him talking about his CAPITal investment in cattle, while perhaps, he is chewing at a plug of tobacco, the word CAPital can come out C**T*L.  Try it.
