The idea 




of a modern day film adaptation of the play is being considered, 




and you have been given the task of rewriting a specific scene and 




putting it into present day in language of modern high 





school students.





DIRECTIONS:


· Students will get into groups of three or four

· Groups will be decide which scene to rewrite

· Groups will review the scene and determine exactly which occurred in the play

· Groups will rewrite their portion of the playing using modern day dialogue and stage directions, props, and whatever you feel is necessary.

· Groups must include all characters in their portion of the play

· Groups must keep the same plot, meaning students may not change what actually happens in the play.

· Rewrite must include dialogue and stage directions

· Scenes must be at least equivalent in length to the pages from the play that are being rewritten

1) Page 8: Tituba, already taking a step backward: … to Page 12: Abigail, with an edge of resentment

2) Page 15 Putnam—at the moment he is intent… to page 19: Mercy, … What a grand peeping courage you have!

3) Page 21: Abigail: Gah! I’d almost forgot how strong you are … to page 24 Abigail, … John, pity me, pity me!

4) Page 27: Parris, wondrous and relieved: to page 30: Proctor: I may speak my heart I think.

5)  Page 36: Hale: Pray you someone take these … to page 40: Giles: … I could pray again!

6) Page 41: Hale: does someone afflict you, child? … To page 44 Tituba … I tell him I don’t desire to work for him, sir

For maximum points, your group must…





Include all important parts of the scene in the rewrite


Include appropriate dialogue and stage directions


Put into modern language (I will accept some foulness considering today’s speech, but going overboard or trying to shock both teacher and classmates will cost you your grade


Use class time effectively.
